1. Background of Global Warming 

“Global Warming” refers to an increase in the world atmosphere temperatures that may be caused by excess of greenhouses gases. In other words, the earth surface temperatures increases by human activities that releases the greenhouse gases such as carbon dioxide, methane etc in the atmosphere.
